• In Comox, the team will travel to arena park to do some warmup and dry land activities, (weather 

permitting), and then head to the Comox Sports Arena, Arena 1, for the game at _____________.  
• Please remind your player to be respectful of the volunteers driving and their vehicles.    
• After the game our team will load up and go to the Comox ferry to head home.    
• There will be no stops. Ferry to Comox, travel to the arena, and then the ferry home.   
• Please pick up your player at _______pm, at the boat launch parking lot, beside the Westview Ferries.    

   
Expectations on the Ferry and Ferry Terminal:   

• Vehicle assignments are as is, no changes. Gear goes in gear truck or vehicle you ride in.    
• Ferry terminal, stay with your designated driver, they are your chaperone for the day.    
• Sit as a team on the ferry, seating is designated by your coach, no wandering on the ferry, no running on the 

ferry, no going down to the cars without a chaperone. When going to the cafeteria, a chaperone must be with 
you.    
   

Expectations at the Arena Rec Centre   
• STAY together, this is a team event. If sitting and watching another game, your team sits together. If 

warming up, warm up together.    
• Chaperones sit with team.    
• Coaches oversee the team.   
• Dressing room behaviour:    

 Music is allowed, no devices otherwise.    
 Team readiness for game. Team spirit.    
 Respect your coach, respect your teammates, respect the dressing room.

towards teammates, coaches, parents, opponents or referees will not be tolerated and will result in 
disciplinary action.
